E10 is a fuel which contains a higher proportion of ethanol than previous petrol formulations. The “E”
stands for ethanol. The number “10” indicates that the fuel contains up to 10% ethanol. Previously the
proportion of ethanol in petrol was up to 5%.

E10 fuels are suitable for refueling and thus for running all Porsche vehicles as of year of construction
1996. Specifically, the Boxster (model year 1997) and Carrera (model year 1998) models onwards. These
new fuels, which can include up to 10% ethanol in the future in accordance with new statutory regulations,
can be used in all new Porsche vehicles without any problems.

As an alternative, Super unleaded (98 RON) can be
used. With a maximum bioethanol content of 5% (E5 fuel), Super unleaded is compatible with these
vehicles.
